If our body
suffers from any disorder our mind suffers with it, and we are unfit to perform those duties which
are required of us in social life.

There are certain laws of health which deserve particular attention and they are so simple that
even a child can learn them.

We must not forget about the evils of intemperance, especially of alcohol, overeating and
some others.

Most essential for our body is food.

Different food helps our body in different ways. Some food helps our body grow. Other food
gives us energy. There are four main food groups: the fruit and vegetable group, the meat group, the
milk group and the bread and cereal group.



You should eat fruit and vegetables four or more times every day. It helps your eyes, skin and
teeth.

There is more to the meat group than just meat. Fish and eggs are in this food group. Chicken
and turkey are too. So are nuts and beans. All this food helps you grow and be strong. You need
eating it twice a day.

Food in the milk group helps your teeth and bones stay healthy. You should eat dairy products
every day: milk, butter, cheese, cottage cheese and so on.

Food in the bread and cereal group is made from grains. Grains help give us energy. You diet
is what you eat and drink. Good diet helps us stay healthy.

Speaking about food we need to choose a balanced, healthy diet. Our body needs six main
substances’.

To avoid a long list of serious health problems we should follow general advice.

How do these things pollute our nature?

When we use batteries we throw them away if they are out of use. Americans throw out 2
billion pounds of batteries a year. Toxic chemicals in batteries can be released into the environment,
especially if they are burned. Save your old batteries and take them to a recycling centre. Old
batteries litter stayed unchangeable for 500 years

Making aluminum from recycled aluminum uses 90% less energy than making aluminum
from scratch. In 1993 alone aluminum can recycling saved more than 11 billion kilowatt hours of
electricity, enough to supply the residential electric needs of New York City for six month. The
energy saved from 1 recycled aluminum can will operate a television set for three hours. If you
throw an aluminum can out of the window, it will still litter the Earth up to 500 years later.

We used to buy all drinks in plastic bottles. Americans use 2 million plastic bottles every
year. Unfortunately, some of this packaging doesn’t reach the bins. It becomes litter instead. These
bottles can’t be recycled. It takes 500 years to decompose plastic bottles

Only buy soda and other drinks in aluminum cans or glass bottles. Buy milk or juice in
cartons. Then recycle them.

These days, people usually do shopping in supermarkets. Some products are packed in paper
or plastic bags. We use them with pleasure as it’s convenient but it takes a whole tree to make about
500 paper grocery bags. But plastic bags are worse because they can’t be recycled, and the plastic
will never decompose.

Every person likes to eat fruit and vegetables to be healthy and we don’t think about our
nature in these cases although peels which we throw away can damage our environment as Banana
peel litter lasts up to 6 months for example so we should find a way to reuse it somehow. In
America people have a special rubbish bin for this.

Many countries bury and forget about millions of tons of rubbish every year. It is known that
in one year, a European family with 2 children throws away about 50 kilos of paper. All of us use a
transport in which everybody gets a traffic ticket. When we go out we throw this ticket away and
don’t think that this small piece of paper can damage our environment as it takes 1month to
decompose traffic ticket.

When we do shopping in supermarkets we see that some goods are in glass containers and in
this case food keeps clean and fresh for a long period of time. Some producers do it just to make the
food look better. Glass containers cause cuts and can kill or just hurt animals. If we throw it away
it’s disposing can last forever.

As far as you know we have a strong winters in Russia and have to wear wool clothes
especially wool gloves. And we never think of how they can damage our nature. If we have holes in
them we just throw them away into the rubbish bin and buy a new pair. But wool gloves litter
stayed unchangeable for 1 year. So try not to throw them away too often.

When we go to the forest to have a picnic we take different tin cans as it is very suitable in
such cases. We have a good rest and when tin cans are empty we throw them away and never think
that they remain in the forest and on the roadsides and can hurt wild animals or even kill them.
More than that they can’t be disposed for100 years.



- We use different deodorants to smell pleasant but many commercial cleaners contain toxic
substances that are dangerous to our health and the environment. Nontoxic alternatives are not only
as effective and easy to use as their commercial counterparts, but are also safer. But still if we throw
away our empty deodorant it takes 100 years to decompose it.

People started to use wax paper cups some years ago as it was very useful especially if you go
somewhere on a trip or just drive a car. A wax paper cup is a disposable cup made out of paper and
often lined with wax to prevent liquid from leaking out or soaking through the paper. Nowadays if
we have a party we may also use wax paper cups in order not to wash dishes afterwards. But don’t
you know that it takes 5 years to decompose wax paper cup?

- Every year in Britain each person produces about 60 kilograms of polythene wastes. Making
polythene causes pollution. In the town polythene wastes look horrible. But fortunately someone
clears it away. In the country side, it remains in the fields and on the roadsides unless the people
who live nearby pick it up. The animals can eat polythene bags and die, or put their heads in them
and suffocate. We should say that polythene bags litter stayed unchangeable for 300 years

Youth is a beautiful time. The faces of young people, the young souls and young love -
everything is beautiful. We can describe all the amazing attractions of this only period in life, which
is usually remembered during all lifetime, but many youngsters say that their life is followed by
numerous troubles. Really, there is no life without problems, but we can't make little account of
youth problems.

Unfortunately, most of the problems are connected with family relations.Moms and dads say
that teenage rebels just growing up normal. To my mind, each new generation of kids receives
negative reviews because of two entwined social dynamics: surliness and rebellion in youth; fear
and loathing by parents, whose youth has passed them by. It's called the generation gap, which pits
the impertinence of youth against the attitudes of people over 30, who forget what a pain in the butt
they were as kids.

If you look at history, youth has always looked bad from the adult perspective. Sometimes it's
because they don't remember all the stupid, dangerous things they did as kids. Adults always tend to
glorify their own past. It explains the reason why they often look down their noses at the next
generations. Basically, what these critical adults are saying is, "why can't these kids be like us." It is
amazing, but every generation goes through this.

I'm deeply convinced that if some parents are ready to write off the next generation, they
should remember how they behaved as young teenagers and recognize rebellion as a sign of
growing up.But we should admit, there are some dangerous temptations of the youth and only
parents can preserve their children from such social evil as alcohol, smoking and even early sex and
killing oneself by using drugs.

For example, the former Soviet Union admitted that it had over 200,000 drug addicts.
Because of this the government opened several special hospitals for these addicts. There's a big
anti-drugs campaign in the country's schools too. Usually drugs come from several places including
Western Europe and Afghanistan. Also, some addicts use glue or steal medical drugs from
hospitals.

This problem is closely connected with gang-violence. As well as gangs of punks, rockers and
hippies, there are ultra conservative gangs, too. They want to stop "the dangerous™ influence of
teenage culture in our country. But actually they follow the ideas of nationalism and even fascism.

One more acute problem for many young people is smoking. Millions of teenagers know it's
bad for them, but they still do it. I think it is rather easy to withstand the influence of those who
smoke. We should be simply strong enough to say "no".

Many people offer their way out. Some of them say that teenagers should not be let to the
discos because of the danger of drugs; others say that young people should be given more money
and more freedom, because everything that is forbidden astonishes.



But in my opinion, one thing is clear: after decades of silence in the Soviet Union we face a
lot of urgent problem, which should be solved as soon as it is possible.

Generation Gap

Sometimes our parents don’t understand us. They don’t understand some problems and things
which are very important in teens’ life; for example, the lifestyles of young people, piercing,
tattoos, drugs, sex, relationship with friends and teachers. So sometimes teens can’t tell them about
their private life. Some parents don’t want to understand modern views, ideals and system of values.

Elderly people usually compare their childhood and youth with the present, and regard old
times as better, always talking about “the good old days”.

In many ways, David Cunningham is a stereotypical Scottish man. In his free time, he plays
golf, goes to football matches, and meets his friends in the local pub, all the things you'd expect a
young, active man to do. And like many men, he isn't very good at housework. He's untidy, hardly
ever hoovers and he's never cooked a meal in his life. However, one thing about him does not fit
this stereotype: his job. David Cunningham is a midwife.

Although some women are surprised when they find out tha their midwife is a man, David has
a good reputation in the part of Scotland where he works. In his opinion, it's because of the way he
carries out his duties. 'l really care about the women that | look after' he says. He gets on well with
the husbands too. 'Having another man there calms them,'he explains. And many of them feel more
comfortable asking a man questions.’

'I've been qualified for fourteen years and I've delivered hundreds of babies," says David, who
used to be a coal miner. "There are only five or six male midwives ih Scodand. When | started, |
expected more men to join the profession, but the number hasn't really changed. People still see it as
a job which only women do.

Base 34 is a new garage in Montpellier, in the south of France. Customers who take their cars
there for repairs may be surprised to find that all the employees are women.

When Herve Malige advertised for women who wanted to become mechanics, he received
120 aplications. After tests and interviews, he chose fifteen. They included a nurse, a secretary, a
beauty therapist and two flight attendants. They all wanted a chance to work in this traditionally
male envitonment.

I think a lot of people instinctively trust women more. And female customers might feel more
comfortable with somebody who doesn't treat them as if they don't understand anything!"

A. The world’s deepest lake, the Baikal, is in Siberia. It is also the largest freshwater lake in Eurasia
and the oldest lake on the Earth. At least 1,500 unique species live there - they cannot be found
anywhere else on the planet! The water in the lake is so clear that if you drop a coin, it can be
clearly seen a hundred feet below the water.

B. People who live in the Baikal region believe that it’s a unique and mysterious place. According
to them, the water from Lake Baikal can cure different illnesses, gives you strength and clears your
mind. They also say that the lake was formed millions of years ago when a huge, hot rock fell to
earth. It melted the ice around and that was how Lake Baikal appeared. The story about the
meteorite has, however, never been proved by scientists.

C. The lake has also become famous for its unique fish and birds that are not found in other waters.
The lake is home to more than 1000 animal species. Among them there are the world’s only
freshwater seals. There’s no evidence of how the seals got to the lake, but they obviously enjoy
their life there. Huge brown bears often come to the lake out of the forest to hunt and fish.

D. Though Lake Baikal is located in a very remote place, and is difficult to reach in autumn and
winter, it attracts thousands of visitors every year. A chance to see this unique place is worth the
long journey! On the banks of Lake Baikal you can stay in a modern, comfortable hotel, take part in
hiking tours and enjoy the untouched natural beauty. People who have visited Lake Baikal once
want to return to the place again and again.

E. However, the growing popularity of the lake and the industrial development of the region have
caused ecological problems. The safety of this unique natural ecosystem has been discussed at an
international level. Now Lake Baikal is on the list of heritage sites protected by UNESCO. A
federal state law about the conservation of the lake was also supported in Russia.

F. The lake attracts not only tourists but also many wildlife researchers, biologists and even
archaeologists. The world famous explorer and scientist, Jacques Cousteau, and his team spent lots
of time studying the deep waters of Lake Baikal. They also shot a film about their research that was
broadcast by major TV channels all over the world.

G. Everyone considers the Siberian climate very severe, which is perfectly true for the Baikal
region. The winters there are really freezing - the average temperature is as low as -25 degrees
Celsius. Due to its location in the middle of the continent, the place is characterised by a sharp
contrast between winter and summer temperatures. The summers are generally cool, with a few hot
days. The sun shines brightly above the lake till late autumn.

They also took words from the local Indian languages for plants and animals
that were new to them.

6. Until the Declaration of Independence in 1776 over two-thirds of the settlers in what later
became the U.S. came from England. After that date many other people came to make a new life for
themselves in the New World. These included Irish, French, Germans, Dutch, Italians, Slavs, and
Scandinavians. All these people gave new words to the language of North America. The Negroes
who had been taken from Africa as slaves to work on the rice and cotton plantations added words
and structures from their own native languages. Some people today think that the very American
expression O.K. comes from a similar expression which was brought to America by the Negroes.

There have been many great writers in the history of English literature, but there is no doubt
about which writer was the greatest. Many people consider William Shakespeare to have been the
best writer who ever lived.

William Shakespeare was born in the town of Stratford, England, in the year 1564. When he
was a young man, Shakespeare moved to the city of London, where he began writing plays. His
plays were soon very successful, and were enjoyed both by the common people of London and also
by the rich and famous. In addition to his plays, Shakespeare wrote many short poems and a few
longer poems. Like his plays, these poems are still famous today.

Shakespeare’s most famous plays include Romeo and Juliet, Macbeth, Hamlet, King Lear,
Othello, and Julius Caesar. Usually, Shakespeare did not invent the stories that he told in his plays.
Instead, he wrote his plays using stories that already existed. However, Shakespeare’s plays told
these stories in a more interesting way than ever before. Some of the stories were tragedies, some
were comedies, and some described historical events.

In his plays, Shakespeare revealed a very wide knowledge of many areas of life. The
characters in his plays discuss many different topics, often with the knowledge of experts. But what
is even more impressive about these plays is Shakespeare’s use of the English language. His
vocabulary was very large, and Shakespeare seems to have introduced many words to the language!
Also, many of the phrases that are said by Shakespeare’s characters are now used in everyday
conversation. Today, writers often use quotations from Shakespeare’s plays in their own works.

But perhaps even the most impressive features of Shakespeare’s plays are the characters
within them. The many characters in his plays seem very different from each other, but they seem
very realistic. The emotions they feel, the words they say, and the actions they perform are all easily
understood. Many people who watch one of Shakespeare’s plays will find that they know people
who remind them somewhat of the characters in those plays.

Shakespeare died in the year 1619, but his writings are still popular today, 400 years after
they were written. The poems and plays are greatly admired by experts in literature, but also by
people in general. Each year, hundreds of thousands of people enjoy attending performances of
Shakespeare’s plays. No other writer in the English language has remained so popular for such a
long time.

Food and processing industry combines ten sub-sectors related to the
processing of agricultural raw materials and food production - meat, dairy,
pasta, flour and cereals, bakery, confectionery, beer and non-alcoholic, fruit
and vegetable, fat and fish. The development of the industry today is
characterized by active modernization and technical re-equipment of
production facilities, improving the quality and competitiveness of local
products. The annual production of food and processing industry is about 10.0
billion rubles, which is 4.0 % of the total volume of manufacturing.




Currently, the Republic fully meets its needs only for potatoes. Provision
of meat and meat products is 67.0%, milk and dairy products — 68.9%,
vegetables — 66.6%, egg and egg products — 41.2%. At the same time, the
production potential of the agro-industrial complex of the Republic allows in
the future to count on the fact that the main part of the food needs will be met
at the expense of its own production.

Gross agricultural output over the past five years has increased by 18.3 %,
provided an increase in the volume of production of livestock and poultry for
slaughter in live weight by 20.8% and eggs by 9.2 %, stopped the long-term
decline in the dairy cattle industry, introduced into circulation about 2.3
thousand hectares of reclaimed land.

State support of agriculture is an integral element of the management of the
development of the agro-industrial complex of the Republic.

The priority areas of state support are the development of meat and dairy
cattle breeding, vegetable growing in closed ground, small-scale farming and
cooperation in rural areas, food and processing industry, technical and
technological modernization of agricultural production, reclamation and
increase of fertility of agricultural land and others.
